Made by brewer Dany de Smet from Melle near Ghent. A lecturer in brewing science at the Ghent Brewing Academy he worked for Brouwerij Huyghe during the 90s & helped create the famous Delerium Tremens (pink elephant beer) before starting his own Microbrewery. This bottle conditioned blond beer has a velvety mouth feel & a smooth bitter character with citrus & hop hints. Belgian Lambic Ales
Lambic ale’s underlying dry, vinous and cidery flavour is softened by the fruit mellowing the harshness of ‘straight’ Lambic ale. Initially because of the limited availability of fresh black cherries & to brew a less sour and more fruity Lambic beer Lindemans developed a unique natural method using pure pulp from unfrozen cherries blended with selected Lambic ales of different ages to produce a sparkling fruity champagne like beer. Lambic ales are brewed in the Pajottenland region of Belgium (southwest of Brussels). Unlike most modern beers that are fermented using carefully cultivated strains of brewer's yeasts Lambic's fermentation, uniquely, is produced ‘spontaneously’ by exposure to the wild yeasts and bacteria that are said to be native to the Senne valley in which Brussels lies. The yeasts live in the ceilings & rafters above & around the brauwerij’s open fermentation vessels. Lambics undergo long ageing from three to six months when considered "young" continuing for two or three years when ‘mature’.
